Dogs must be off-lease while inside the dog parks.
Dogs must wear a collar with identification at all
fimes inside the dog parks.

Your dog must be restrained by a chain or leash not
exceeding six (6) feet in length when outside the
dog park fence.

Do not bring strollers, carriages, baby carriers,
bicycles, scooters, children’s foys, food, dog toys,
dog treatfs or dog food into the dog park. Tennis
balls are allowed.

Bring no more than three (3) dogs into the dog parks
at any one fimer per owner.

Know your dog'’s limitations and abilities.

Pick up and properly dispose of your dog's feces
both in and around the dog parks.

The pond at The Park at Harlinsdale Farm contains
freated effluent water and is strictly prohibited for
use by animals or humans.
