REQUEST FOR QUALIFICATIONS

ON CALL SERVICES FOR STREAM RESTORATION DESIGN

FRANKLIN, TENNESSEE

June 17, 2010

INTRODUCTION:

The City of Franklin through the Engineering Department is requesting Statements of Qualifications (SOQs) from qualified consultants or consortiums (Consultant) to provide engineering services for the design of restoration to various streams within the city limits.

The Harpeth River which traverses the City of Franklin is a highly valued resource of the City, as are the various tributaries and streams that are located within the Harpeth River watershed.  As a result of erosion and bank failures to streams, much of which can be attributed to the May 2010 flooding, the City of Franklin will be inspecting the streams to determine the amount of damage and debris build-up the streams and drainage facilities have endured.  After gathering information and evaluating the damage, it is expected that there will be design services necessary for various related tasks.  

GENERAL STUDY SCOPE:

A detailed scope of services will be developed through coordination with City staff for each identified project after a Consultant(s) is selected.  At this time, the City is requesting only SOQs from Consultants for consideration.  The City of Franklin requires the Consultant to demonstrate expertise in areas of stormwater design, including streambank restoration, erosion and sediment control and permitting.  The Consultant will be expected to utilize information and data provided by the City to develop options for stabilizing streams and identifying other necessary improvements to problem areas as noted by City staff.  It will not be necessary to include any information about the City’s stormwater masterplans and/or studies in the SOQs as this will be a qualifications-based selection only.

GENERAL GUIDELINES FOR APPLICANTS:

The qualifications packet to be submitted by interested parties should be no more than forty (40) single-sided pages (8 ½” x 11” format) in length (exclusive of cover sheet, transmittal letter, resumes, and marketing brochures) and should include as a minimum, the following:

1. Business Organization – Consultant name, address, telephone and fax numbers, and the names, addresses and telephone/fax numbers of any sub consultant. If the Consultant has branch offices, state the office that will have management responsibility for the work to be carried out.  A statement from the Consultant shall be included that to the best of their knowledge there are no circumstances that would cause a conflict of interest in performing these services for the City of Franklin. 2. Project Team – Resumes of all key staff members who will perform the work including professional registrations, education, related experience, etc. A chart shall be developed showing each project team member in his (her) respective role.  Identify the amount of time (or % of workload commitment) of each team member committed to the project.  The hourly rate for each person should be provided along with an overhead rate.  
3. Proposed Scope of Services – Outline of the Consultant’s understanding of the project’s needs, with the inclusion of the minimum requirements and considerations as outlined above.
4. Project Schedule – A project schedule is difficult to determine at this stage.  The project schedule to perform this work shall be conceptual in nature and based on the Consultants prior experience.  An estimated time for the completion of the project shall be provided.
5. Prior Relevant Experience – Provide project summaries of relevant project experiences completed for which the Consultant has been responsible. Provide a minimum of five (5) previous projects that were designed to restore steam banks using natural vegetation.  References for these and other projects shall include the project title, detailed scope of work, personnel involved in each task, and contact reference name and phone number.  

SELECTION METHODOLOGY 

Selection for the award will be done in a two-step process.  The first step will be to review and evaluate the SOQ based on qualifications.  Project approach and past performance on projects of similar nature, magnitude, and complexity will be the principal evaluation factors.  The second step will involve short-listing Consultants based on their qualification submittal.

The short-listed Consultants may be requested to make a presentation before a selection committee consisting of representatives of City staff.  It is the intent of the City of Franklin to review the submitted SOQs and select the most qualified, responsive Consultant(s) that meets the needs of the City.

Interested Consultants must submit three (3) printed copies of their SOQ to be received no later than 4:00 PM on July 23, 2010 at the City of Franklin Engineering Office; City Hall Mall; 109 Third Avenue South, Suite 124; Franklin, Tennessee 37064.  Any SOQ received thereafter shall be considered non-responsive. The City reserves the right to reject all SOQs, the right to make the selection on the basis of the SOQs as submitted, or if it so chooses, to conduct oral interviews with the highest ranked Consultants prior to final selection. The Consultant selected will be required to comply with all applicable Federal and State laws, regulations and certifications.
