“Missing Middle Housing” are house-
scale buildings with multiple units in 
walkable neighborhoods. Below are 
more detailed examples of missing 
middle housing types. 

The majority of “Missing Middle 
Housing” types have 4-8 units in a 
building, or 4-8 units on a lot in the case 
of a cottage court. 

Most “Missing Middle” building types 
are 2 to 2.5 stories in height, with the 
exception of the cottage court at 1.5 
stories. 

Upper Missing Middle Housing types 
typically have 12 units per building, 
with a maximum of 19 units. These are 
typically deeper buildings, and 3-4 
stories in height. These buildings can be 
included selectively in low-to-moderate 
intensity neighborhoods or more widely 
in higher intensity neighborhoods.
