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A RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT WITH LONGVIEW FRANKLIN PARTNERSHIP FOR TRAFFIC SIGNAL CONSTRUCTION AND INSTALLATION

	Section 1.  The above recitals shall be incorporated herein as if set forth at length.

	Section 2.  The Mayor and City Administrator are given authority to execute an agreement with Longview Franklin Partnership for traffic signal construction and installation that is substantially similar to the draft agreement attached as Exhibit A to this Resolution. 

Section 3.  This resolution shall be effective immediately upon adoption.
